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  Even as I write these words, out-
rage around the country is growing about 
SB 1070, the Arizona anti-immigrant bill 
that requires legal immigrants to the 
United States to carry their ñpapersò with 
them, that allows law enforcement offi-
cials to stop anyone based only on 
ñreasonable suspicion,ò and that allows 
for arrest of anyone who is unable to 
prove they are in Arizona legally.  

 That this bill is an affront to civil 
liberties and most likely a violation of the 
US Constitution seems pretty obvious to 
many of us.  That SB 1070 will encour-
age mass racial profiling (one opponent 
of the bill said people could be arrested 
for ñbreathing while Hispanicò) seems 
equally obvious.  As people of liberal reli-
gious faith, however, we have additional 
reasons to be outraged by SB 1070.  It is 
a law that denies the inherent worth and 
dignity of every person. It is a law that 
penalizes people of faith and conscience 
for living into the tenets of many religious 
traditions, all of which encourage us to 
welcome the stranger into our midst.  Itôs 
inhospitable, itôs mean and itôs just plain 
wrong. 

 In my conversations with ministe-
rial colleagues in Arizona, I have learned 
that the climate there is one of deep sad-
ness and terrible fear.  One colleague 
says that the mother of one family in her 
church already has been deported.  She 
worries that things will grow worse, and 
so do I.  

 Because we live thousands of 
miles away from Arizona and SB 1070, 

we may feel that the immigration fight 
is far away from us. In fact, anti-
immigrant activity in New York City is 
just as real.  A group called the New 
Sanctuary Coalition here has been 
battling the possible deportation of 
several people and the breaking up of 
families for more than a year now. 
Though they have won several impor-
tant individual victories, itôs more than 
clear that what is really needed is 
genuine, compassionate and nation-
wide immigration reform. 

 So, what are we going to do 
about this? 

 There are many avenues of 
action, because this is a big issue.  At 
the end of this article, youôll find web 
links to some of the groups who are 
working on immigration justice, includ-
ing our own UUA Office of Advocacy 
and Witness. At the very least, pick up 
the phone!  Call Senators 
Schumer  [202-224-6542] and Gille-
brand [202-224-4451] and respectfully 
demand a comprehensive immigration 
reform bill.  

 We of liberal faith believe that 
faith without works is dead.  May we 
Unitarian Universalists show our-
selves to be a living faith, and stand 
up for a compassionate and unbiased 
immigration policy for all.
