Places listserv was created early on so all 
Metro NY participants could communicate 
with each other and share experiences. 
Thus far, Fourth Uôs representatives have 
used the Sacred Placesô educational ma-
terials to draft a ñcase statementò justifying 
the care and maintenance of Fourth Uôs 
physical structure, trace Fourth Uôs historic 
timelines and heritage themes, calculate 
Fourth Uôs ñpublic valueò to the greater 
community, and begun to assess the use 
and management of Fourth Uôs space. In 
January 2010 an entire day was devoted 
to presenting a capital campaign primer 
and in March the final module will be pre-
sented on how to tap community funding 
resources.       

 The Fourth U Task Force wants to 
increase the size of the task force to at 
least 8 persons and welcomes inquiries 
from congregants and visitors. They plan 
to actively engage Fourth Uôs Board of 
Trustees and seek representation on the 
Church Council. In addition to attending 
the one remaining Sacred Places educa-
tional session, the task force must refine 
their home work assignments and engage 
the Fourth U congregation in developing a 
maintenance and remodeling plan for the 
future of Fourth Uôs magnificent sacred 
space.     

 On Monday February 22, return-
ing Fourth U member, Tom Albrecht, 
and, long standing member, Spencer 
Salzberg, agreed to co-chair Fourth Uôs 
Partners for Sacred Placesô Task 
Force. In early 2009 UUAôs Metro Dis-
trict of New York contracted with Part-
ners for Sacred Places, 
www.sacredplaces.org to offer a 15 
month structured learning opportunity 
for UU congregants on stewardship 
and use of their historic buildings. Min-
isters were invited to recruit 4 to 6 con-
gregants, Fourth U has been repre-
sented by Rev. Rosemary Bray McNatt, 
Irene Bush, Constance Baker, Spencer 
Salzberg, and Rev. Elizabeth Putnam. 
Irene Bush has helped edit some of the 
required documents, Rev Beth Putnam 
has assessed the communityôs use of 
Fourth U and other assets inherent in 
the building. In addition to drafting re-
quired assignments, Connie Baker has 
agreed to communicate the Task 
Forceôs activities to the congregation. 

 Representatives are expected 
to: 1) actively participate in the four all-
day educational programs offered over 
a 12 month period, 2) complete as-
signed homework and share results 
with their Sacred Placesô colleagues,  
3) inform their congregation about the 
details of the educational program and 
engage the congregation in the assign-
